1 Mother Nature provided a surprise light show oveis$ta early on February 14 hat's
when a major meteor entered Earth’'s atmosphere.objeet was originally 17 meters In
diameter. That's as wide as a 5-story building ighhlt had also weighed a whopping
10,000 metric tons, according to the National Aardits and Space Administration
5 (NASA).

The meteor was travelling about 65,000 kilometenstpur. It created a brilliant streak
it travelled across the sky for nearly 33 secofiti® meteor then exploded about 20 to| 25
kilometers above Earth’s surface.

When the meteor exploded, it created a flash beigthian the sun. The explosion released
10 | nearly 500 kilotons of energy. That's about 70 8nas much energy as was relegsistia
few days earlier when North Korea tested a nudlearnb.

NASA maintains an orbital debris office in Texastrhcks anything that might damage
satellites or knock them out of orbit. Asteroidsdasther rocky objects sailing through
space are primeandidates. In fact, on the day the Russian métiedlASA and a number
15 | of other space centers around the world had beskitrg a very different space rogk.
Experts were watching for an asteroid called 20824 about 50 meters in diameter, It
was_due tgass very close to Earth — within 27,000 kilometer later on the same day.
While the scientists were watching for DA14, theteoe that broke up over Chelyabinsgk,
Russia, caught them by surprise.
