The return of a king: Skeleton of King Richard Ill, unearthed from
an English parking lot, tells a grisly tale

Richard 11, king in the 18 century has returned — or at least, his bones.Haveebruary),
scientists from the University of Leicester in BEangll announced that a skeleton that

discovered beneath a parking lot belonged to tfaimous King of EnglandRichard Il

ruled England for two years before dying on theléfxld on August 22, 1485.

Historians of the timelescribed the monarch as a ruler with a twistedespiho suffered
horrendougdeath. (Playwright William Shakespeare also wadieut the ill-fatecking. At
the end of the play bearing the king’s name, Ridharassassinated.)

Scientists who have been studying the recently rtimegbones say those historic reparts

probably were true. In August 2012, researchens ftioe university started searching
Richard’s remains They excavated a parking lot next to a city caubcilding in
Leicester. Beneath the lot they found the wallsth&f Grey Friars church, where th
believed Richard Il was buried. In a small graveder the church ruins, the scienti
found the skeleton of a man with a spine curved &kquestion mark and apparent b3
wounds.

Those bones can give us some idea of what happeriRidhard in his final hours. A clos
study of the skull shows a large hole in the bacdki® head: He was probably killed by t
blow of a large sword. But the body also showede&wce of nine additionabounds.

Jo Appleby, an archaeologist at the University efcester, studied the bones. She 3
